Day 1 — Johannesburg — Harare

transfer you by light aircraft to Vundu Camp in Mana Pools. Enjoy your
first evening in Africa in the gorgeous Mana Pools National Park.

Vundu Tented Camp is situated in the middle of the park and has walk-
in tents with en-suite facilities, flush toilets and the traditional bucket
showers. The style of the camp, is that of an old charm safari camp,
simple but yet comfortable and giving you an total bush camp
experience. Being a private camp makes it the perfect place for small
groups making the adventure entirely your own. It is nestled in a grove
of riverine trees along the banks of the mighty Zambezi river. The dining
room is on a patch of sand under the spreading branches of a tamarind
tree, just a few feet away from the river. The camp is perfectly situated
for abundant game viewing and tranquil canoeing in the afternoon,
watching the sunset on the river. Game drives into the Mopane
woodland and onto the flood plains are in easy access and such and
walking it's game rich flood plains is one of it's many attractions.

Today, you will transfer by light aircraft to Hwange Airstrip. You will be
met by a guide from The Hide, who will transfer you on a 1.5 hour
game drive through the National Park to camp.

The Hide is situated in one of Hwange National Park's most outstanding
locations, bordering ancient elephant paths and a vast grassland
corridor. Herds of elephant, buffalo, and a myriad of others are drawn
to the constant waters of the Hide's waterhole, and the spectacle of the
great predators making a sudden appearance is not uncommon. A
highlight for game viewing up close are the two concealed “hides”
located on either side of the Hide's waterhole. These offer a totally
secure haven for remarkable close encounters and incredible
photographs of elephant and an array of other wildlife.
